For thirteen years, Vlad, aided by his aunt and best
friend, has kept the secret that he's half-vampire. When
his missing teacher is replaced by a sinister substitute,
he learns that there is more to being a vampire (and to
his parents' deaths) than he could have guessed.

Block, Francesca Lia. Pretty Dead

Beautiful vampire Charlotte finds herself slowly changing
back into a human after the mysterious death of her best
friend.

Cary, Kate. Bloodline

In this story told primarily through journal entries, a
British soldier in World War | makes the horrifying
discovery that his regiment commander is descended
from Count Dracula.

Cast, P.C. and Kristin Cast. Marked

In 16-year-old Zoey Redbird's world, vampires have
always existed. In this first book in the series, Zoey
enters the House of Night, a school where, after having
undergone the Change, she will train to become an adult
vampire - that is, if she makes it through the Change.
Not all of those who are chosen do.

De la Cruz, Melissa. Blue Bloods

Select teenagers from some of New York City's
wealthiest and most socially prominent families learn a
startling secret about their bloodlines.

Fantaskey, Beth. Jessica’s Guide to Dating on the Dark
Side.

Seventeen-year-old Jessica, adopted and raised in
Pennsylvania, learns that she is descended from a royal
line of Romanian vampires and that she is betrothed to a
vampire prince, who poses as a foreign exchange
student while courting her.
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Gray, Claudia. Evernight

When Bianca enrolls at Evernight Academy, an eerie
Gothic boarding school where the students are too
perfect: smart, sleek, and almost predatory, she knows
she doesn't fit in. Then she meets Lucas. He's not the
"Evernight type" either: Lucas ignores the rules, stands
up to the snobs, and warns Bianca to be careful - even
when it comes to caring about him.

Hautman, Pete. Sweetblood

Battling his own memories and fears, Cole, an
extraordinarily conscientious vampire, and Sandor, a
more impulsive acquaintance, spend a few months on
the road, trying to train a new vampire.

Jinks, Catherine. The Reformed Vampire Support
Group

Fifteen-year-old vampire Nina has been stuck for years
in a boring support group for vampires, and nothing
exciting has ever happened to them - until one of them is
murdered and the others must try to solve the crime.

Marillier, Juliet. Wildwood Dancing

A retelling of the "Twelve Dancing Princesses" with
vampires, a talking frog, and the light & dark sides of
Faerie thrown in.

Marrone, Amanda. Uninvited

Jordan's life sucks. Her boyfriend, Michael, dumped her,
slept his way through half the student body, and then
killed himself. But now, he appears at her window every
night, begging her to let him in. Jordan can't understand
why he wants her, but she feels her resistance wearing
down.
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McKinley, Robin. Sunshine

There are places in the world where darkness rules,
where it's unwise to walk. But there hadn’t been any
trouble out at the lake for years, and Sunshine just
needed a spot where she could be alone. Vampires
never entered her mind. Until they found her . . .

Mead, Richelle. Vampire Academy

While on a school skiing trip, guardian-in-training Rose
faces everything from misunderstandings between
friends to fights among factions of Moroi as reports of
horrific Strigoi attacks raise tensions, ultimately leading
Rose and some of those closest to her into a battle that
teaches her much about life, death, and love.

Meyer, Stephenie. Twilight

When seventeen-year-old Bella leaves Phoenix to live
with her father in Forks, Washington, she meets an
exquisitely handsome boy at school for whom she feels
an overwhelming attraction and who she comes to
realize is not wholly human.

Pauley, Kimberley. Sucks to Be Me

When sixteen-year-old Mina is forced to take a class to
help her decide whether or not to become a vampire like
her parents, she also faces a choice between her life-
long best friend and the boy she has a crush on versus
new friends and possible boyfriends in her mandatory
"vampire lessons."
